This Information Notice is to advise all Customs Brokers that the 2009 Annual User Fee of $138.00, assessed for each Customs Broker Permit held by an individual, partnership, association or corporation (set forth in 19 CFR 111.96), is due by January 23, 2009.   Licensed individuals who do not hold permits are not required to pay this fee.  The $138.00 fee is due at each Customs Broker District where you have received a local permit to conduct U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) business.  In the case of a national permit, the $138.00 fee is payable at the port through which the national permit was issued.  

Requirements regarding the fee can be found in Section 111.96 of the CBP Regulations.  This section states that the fee is payable each calendar year in each broker district where the broker was granted a permit, or referred to on a National Permit as of the date published in the Federal Register.  January 23, 2009 is that published due date.  If a permitted broker fails to pay the annual user fee by January 23, 2009, they will be notified in writing of the failure to pay.  The notice will constitute revocation of the permit (19 CFR 111.96(c)).  If the permit is revoked, the broker must re-apply for a permit and submit a $100.00 application fee in addition to the $138.00 Annual User Fee.
